Residence Struck by Gunfire in Overnight Shooting 
 
Bloomington, IL - On Thursday, February 5, 2026, at 10:50 p.m., Bloomington police officers were dispatched to the 
1000 block of West Macarthur Avenue after several callers reported hearing shot(s) fired in the area. 
 
Patrol officers and a K-9 unit responded to the scene and conducted additional follow-up investigation, confirming a 
shot(s) fired incident had occurred. The Bloomington Police Department Crime Scene Unit responded to assist with 
the investigation. 
 
No injuries were reported. A nearby residence sustained property damage. No arrests have been made at this time.  
 
This incident marks the first reported shooting in Bloomington since November 2, 2025. 
 
"While we are grateful no one was injured, all incidents involving gunfire receive the full attention of the Bloomington 
Police Department," said Chief Jamal Simington. "If you have any information related to this incident, we urge you to 
share it anonymously through Tip411. Even small details can help bring accountability and prevent future violence."
